Контрольная работа  состоит из пяти заданий.
Задание 1. Лексика. Восстановление пропущенного слова в отдельных предложениях. Тип заданий – выбрать подходящее по смыслу слово из предложенных.
Задание 2. Use of English. Грамматика. Распознавать и употреблять в речи наиболее употребительных временных формах действительного залога в Present Simple, Future Simple, Past Simple; Present Continuous, Present Perfect, Past  Continious, Future Continious, Present Perfec, Present Perfect continious ). Тип задания-поставить глагол в правильную видовременную форму глагола.
Задание 3. Use of English. Лексика. Полное понимание связного предложения. Тип задания - выбрать  правильный  вариант ответа  из  предложенных.
Задание 4. Use of English. Разговорная речь.  Тип заданий – выбрать правильный вариант ответа на заданную реплику. 
Задание 5. Reading.  Читать текст с выборочным пониманием нужной/интересующей информации (просмотровое/поисковое чтение). Тип задания – ответить на вопросы по содержанию текста.

Контрольная работа  предназначена для обучающихся 7 класса, которые занимаются по УМК Spotlight 7,  Дж. Ваулина, В. Эванс, Дж. Подоляко.
Уровень сложности - базовый. 
 Работа построена на языковом материале, изучаемом в данном пособии. Продолжительность работы – 40 минут.
Контрольная работа имеет критерии оценивания результатов и ключи. За каждый правильный ответ учащиеся получают один балл.
